The five‑year waiting period between bighorn sheep licenses does not affect the ability to purchase a Governor’s bighorn sheep license, and purchasing this license is independent of applying for a bighorn sheep license through the draw system. The license fee ($122 for Resident, $2,266 for Non-Resident) is waived. Preference points are not affected by the purchase of a Governor’s Bighorn Sheep License. 90% of the auction proceeds provide funding for Wyoming bighorn sheep projects via the Wyoming Governor’s Big Game License Coalition. SN-25   2010 CHIHUAHUA MEXICO DESERT SHEEP LICENSE AND HUNT.

There is something exciting happening in the world of desert bighorn sheep! Desert bighorn sheep numbers have been slowly increasing, even in the face of the fastest growing human populations in North America.  Nowhere is this evident than in Mexico, and particularly in Chihuahua.  This year two precious tags were issued for this population that was started with the genetics from Tiburon Island!
Jose Antonio Vallina is a successful businessman and hunter.  In 1982, he bought 10,000 acres 75 miles (3-hour drive) north of Chihuahua - Rancho la Guarida (the Hideaway).  There he built a beautiful lodge for his family.  Jose erected an 8-foot fence around much of the property, leaving the steep, rocky areas open, and developed 12 watering stations. At 4,700 feet in elevation, the Ranch is located in typical Chihuahuan desert habitat with few succulent cactus and mostly sotal and yucca.  Mule deer, javelina and scaled quail are plentiful, but there are no whitetails.  The first wild sheep were brought here in November of 2000.  More sheep were brought in 2002 and 2003, with some of them coming from Tiburon Island.  Lambing success has been exceptional!  In 2006 and 2007, a total of 42 lambs were born with only 2 lost.  Now there are over 125 wild sheep at the Ranch.  Jose, his son, and their biologist estimate that they can hold up to 250 wild sheep on the ranch, which they figure will allow them to release 50-60 animals each year.

The licenses, the first ever for Chihuahua, are for the December 2010 to March 2011 hunting season.  After the hunter arrives in Chihuahua City, everything will be arranged for them in the very finest tradition of Mexican hospitality.
